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As Moderators of the Commission on a Way Forward, we are very grateful that the Council of
Bishops asked for a declaratory decision in the constitutionality of the three plans contained in
the Commission's report. This week during the Judicial Council oral hearings, the Commission
was well represented by three of its members, Rev. Tom Berlin, Rev. Tom Lambrecht and Mrs.
Pat Miller.

We thank the Judicial Council for their diligent work in analyzing the plans and giving
guidance to the delegates so they can do their best work.
